Google Earth Scavenger Hunt
Create a neighborhood map for your students and save it as a .kmz file. Put it in a shared location so students can access it. Put students in groups of two. 
In your .kmz file, identify the place and then type a clue for the student to find the next place. Use directional clues like go northeast on a certain road, etc.  to find a place where you would “have a ball” in order to find the tennis court. 
Have a handout for students to fill in the places beside the clues in order. See who can fill in the entire sheet first.
