5. Continue to move around map to find other locations in your neighborhood. Click the Add Placemark tool and add a name and description for those other locations. They will appear in the list under My School.  
6. After you have a few Placemarks, create a folder by clicking on Places. Then Add/folder.  Name it My Neighborhood or John S Neighborhood if you need to identify by student. You can drag the Placemarks you’ve already made into that neighborhood folder. 
7. When you are finished adding Placemarks and writing descriptions, you can right click that neighborhood folder and choose Save/As. It will save as a .kmz file. You can share these files with others.
8. When you double click a .kmz file, it will automatically open Google and your neighborhood Placemarks, and others can click on and view them.
(Alternative lesson—have students create Placemarks where a character in a book travels—like a Googlel Lit Trip. They could add information about the character/plot on each placemark.)
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
