Audacity Install and Use for Podcast


Audacity is on the newer computers at school because we put it on the image. For older computers, you will need to download the free program.
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To download to your computer at school, at MBE, you can download from R/Staff/Technology/Audacity. You will see three files and a folder there—audacity, LADSPA plugin, instructions, and the lame folder. 
From R/Staff/Technology/Audacity:

1. Run the install Audacity win1.2.6.exe.

2. Run the LADSPA plugin.

3. Double click the lbmp3lame folder, and copy the lame_enc.dll Lame file into the same directory as Audacity (Browse to C/Program Files/Audacity and paste the lame_enc.dll file.)
If you are at home and need to download the files from the Internet, follow these instructions to use the free LAME MP3 encoder to export MP3 files with Audacity. http://audacity.sourceforge.net/  (See below.) For Windows:
1. Go to the LAME download page. 

2. Click on any link from the list of identical "lame-3.96.1" links. 

3. When you have finished downloading LAME, unzip it and save the file lame_enc.dll in C/Program Files/Audacity.
4. The first time you use the "Export as MP3" command, Audacity will ask you where lame_enc.dll is saved. 

To create a podcast: Use Audacity to record voice on your classrooom computer and upload to your webpage. (If you are using Gcast, you can upload the audacity sound files to Gcast.)

Quick Instructions: 

1. Open Audacity 
2. Plug in your microphone.

3. Press the "record" button and begin speaking. When you finish press "stop" (If your voice didn’t record, here are some things to check with your microphone: Is it in the microphone port? Is your sound muted on your computer? (click once on the megaphone in the lower right of task bar and make sure muted is not selected. Is your microphone muted? (right click the megaphone and choose open volume control. Choose Options/Properties/Recording/Microphone/OK. On the recording window that appears, make sure your microphone volume is up and is not muted. You may want to put a check in select.) 
4. File - "Export as .mp3 file"

5. Save your project to a folder you create on the C drive.

6. The first time you do this, it will ask you for the lame encoder. Click to continue and browse to C/ProgramFiles/Audacity/ and click once on the lame encoder and click Open.
7. Then you will get a save box asking for a title for your sound file. Name it. It will save as an mp3 in the folder you created on your C drive.

8. If you want to put the sound directly into your webpage, goto in10sity and login.

9. Go to the page where you want the player to appear.

10. Click the little arrow to make your tools appear.

11. Click on the "insert flash" button.
12. Find the .mp3 file on your drive C and upload. Be sure to mark do not resize beside the upload button before you click upload.

13. Preview! You're finished.

14. If you want to upload to Gcast, log in to your Gcast page. Click on the link on the left that says: upload files from your computer. 
15. Name the file/browse to the folder on your C drive where you saved the sound file. And upload the file. Whala!
