How to Batch resize photos in Fireworks

1. Start Fireworks.

2. Click File/Batch Process. A window appears.

3. In the look in box, find the location of your pictures. Mine are on an external drive. Yours may be on a diskette or a flash drive or temporarily on your G drive. 

4. Select the pictures that you want to resize (click once on the first one and hold down shift and click on the last one to select all—if you want to select some of the pictures, click on the first one, hold down control and click one on each picture you want to resize) 

5. Click the Add button and all of the pictures you selected, appear in the box at the bottom of the window.
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6. Click the Next button.

7. Click Scale. Add. Then drop down at the bottom of window, to Scale to Percentage. Then choose your percent. (On my digital camera, my pictures are set to such a large size that I choose 10%. The school digital camera usually needs to be scaled to about 20-25%). Then click Next.
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8. Choose Custom Location. Browse. (Browse to the folder you have set up for resized images) and click Open.

( I create a folder on my external hardrive in the same folder with my pics called “resized pics”. You don’t want to choose the same location as original file because it will overright your original pics.) (If you don’t have a folder already created, not a biggie, go down to start right now and right click and choose explore. Browse to your picture folder. Right click and add new folder and call it resized pics. Then go back to your open Fireworks window.)

9. Click the Batch button.
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10.  A message will appear telling you the pictures have been batched, and you click OK.

11. Then, if you want, you can open one in Fireworks to see the actual size. If you will choose the percent in the lower right of picture, you can choose 100% and see the actual size of the picture.
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
