To Set Up Your Class in Type to Learn


1.  Double click on Type to Learn.
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2.  Select your Grade Level.

3.  Click OK.  OK.
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The Type to Learn “Select Your Class” screen appears.

4.  Hold down Ctrl and Alt (at the same time), and then press T(while still holding Ctrl and Alt).  
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The password screen will appear.  

5.  Type draobyek.  Click OK.
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6.  This note appears.  Click OK.
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The Teacher option will now appear on the menu bar.  

7.  Select Teacher/Add Students.
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The Add Student Names box appears.

8.  Select your name from the drop down box at the top.

9.  Then click Add.
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10.  Type one student’s name, then press Enter on your Keyboard (which automatically chooses the OK button).  

Press Enter again (which automatically chooses the Add button). Type your next student’s name.  Press Enter.  Press Enter.  Type the next student.  Enter. Enter.  Type the next student.  Enter. Enter.  (Repeat this process until you have typed in all the names of all of your students. 

11.  When you are finished, press Done.
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12.  Select Teacher/Remove Teacher Menu (so that the students will not have access to the Teacher Menu). 

Your students can now log in and use Type to Learn.  

They will have to choose their grade, your name, then their name.  

They can easily navigate through the lessons.
