Activities for Introducing Keyboard and Correct Finger Position:
Activity 1: Color the Fingers and Keyboard

On the keyboard chart with hands, color the each row of keys and the finger used to reach the keys the same color. Example: Q, A, Z, 1, and the left pinky would all be colored the same color. (Variation for younger students: They could color the left side one color and the right side of the keyboard another color to emphasis the left and right hand instead of individual fingers.)
Activity 2: M&Ms on the Keyboard

Give students a bag of M&Ms (or other candy or stickers). Ask students to place a green M&M on the left pinky. Then ask students to place a green M&M on each key the left pinky keys on the keyboard. Repeat for each finger.

Activity 3: Hop to It Keyboarding 

Create a large keyboard on butcher paper. Ask students to hop on certain keys. You could leave the keys blank for the hopping. Then students can write in the letter on each key. They can hop to spell out words. The student could say left pinky, left pinky, left pinky while hopping on keys the left pinky keys.

The children will create a keyboard character to display in the classroom.
