Create a photo album slideshow in PowerPoint


1. Make sure you save all of your pictures in one location—preferably on your C drive in a folder you have made or on your external pin drive in a folder you have created for your pictures. 
2. Start PowerPoint. 

3. Choose Insert/PhotoAlbum/New PhotoAlbum.
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4. Choose File/Disk

5. Browse to the place where all of your pictures are saved.

6. Select all of the pictures by clicking once on the first one in the list, holding down shift, and clicking once on the last one in the list.

7. Choose Insert.

8. The pictures will all appear in the Pictures in Album box.

· You can use the up down arrow to reorder them. 
· If you click on a picture in your list, you can use your rotate, brighten, and contrast tools under the preview box. 
10. At the bottom, under Album Layout, choose your Picture layout. If you choose something other than fit to slide, like 1 picture, you can then choose a Frame shape: 

11. Once you have done that, click Create. Whala! You are in PowerPoint with your entire slideshow created. Wow!
12. You will want to go to the title slide and type in your title. Save your slide show.

To make it auto advance without your touching it:

1. With your slideshow open, from the menu bar, choose Slide Show/Slide Transition.

2. Choose automatically advance and type in your seconds—maybe 5 to start with. 

3. Choose Apply to all slides.

4. Save your slideshow.

5. Run your show by going to Slide Show/View Show.
