Capture an Image with a Document Camera

1.  Click the SD-850DX or Document camera icon on your desktop.  This will open the software.  The software contains the same buttons as your remote.
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2.  Use the zoom and focus tools to get your image exactly how you want it to look to capture it.  Then click on the capture button.  
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3. 
Navigate to where you want to save your picture and press the SAVE button.

Make sure you press the release button after you save.  You can then take another picture or close the program.  

Helpful Tips:  

        Capture – allows you to take a snap shot of the image

o Quick Save – camera assigns a file name and saving location
o SAVE – allows you to assign saving location and file name

o Files save as .jpeg

        Release – released freeze or capture
        Remember the Red light indicates that the document camera is turned off.  Push the power Button to turn on the camera.  

        INT/ENT - Internal / External.  Click to switch between projection on document camera and projection on computer monitor.

        AF – auto focus.  
        AWC – auto white correct.  This will correct the light balance.
