Voicethread and Identities:
If you are a lower grade teacher and/or you don’t want students to have their own accounts but to just to comment while the computer is logged in to voicethread as you.

Identities: If your students don’t have individual email accounts -- This is the option I recommend for younger students.
1. Then you will add identities to your account.

2. By clicking on yourself in the upper right hand corner and clicking My Account in drop down menu that appears.
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3. You will add an identity for each child. I suggest just putting their first name or their initials. VoiceThread will automatically assign them a little icon. 

· If you want your students to have individual pictures, for elementary school, I suggest not using a digital picture of them but letting them draw a picture of themselves in the free Paint program. Start/All Programs/Accessories/Paint. I also suggest that they type their name on their picture in the paint program—just their first name to help them identify their picture later when they begin making comments. Then they will each save them in the Shared drive in your classroom folder as their first name, last initial if you need it to identify them from another child with the same name. When you create their identity you can browse to their picture and click to add it to their identity as you see I have done for Sally in the above screen shot. The paint picture assignment would need to happen before you begin voicethread with them. 
6. Once you have added an identity for each of your students, you will change your password on your voice thread account to something you can share with your students—NOT your network password. This is done on the same screen as above, under accounts. (When all students have made comments, you will change your password to something the students do not know to prevent them from going in as you in the future.)

7. Place a link on your webpage to your voice thread. Ask students to go to that link, sign in as you, choose their identity and add their comment verbally or text. It might be easier to have the site logged in at a computer in the back of the room and let students go one at a time to make their comment, so that they each don’t have to log in as you--whatever works best for you.

8. When you and your students are finished with initial comments, you will and share it publically and place the link on your webpage. To do this, you will click on the little menu star in the upper left and choose Edit.
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9. On this edit page, you will click Share. Then choose public, yes comments, and yes listed in browser.
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10. And under Thread Options (under Share in screen shot above), there are some options for you to select. 

11. Once you’ve done this process, your voice thread should be public and searchable by everyone and if you set it to allow more comments, the public can comment. Under Embed button, you will see options to add your voice thread code to your page.
